MD & CEO's Statement

Dear stakeholders, | place before you the highlights of your Bank’s performance for the FY 2020-
2021, details of which have been given in the Annual Report.

‘ " Punjab & Sind Bank, set-up in 1908, was founded with the vision and principle of social commitment

Sh. S Krishnan to help and uplift the weakest and raise their standard of living. Today, the Bank, with Pan India

Managing Director & presence through 1526 branches, proudly carries the legacy and is contributing in development of

Chief Executive Officer the society and nation. Our tagline Where service is a way of life is woven to the core of our fabric
and inculcated in each and every PSBian.

The year 2020-21 has posed many challenges globally, predominantly by COVID 19. It has challenged the social and economic
fabric globally. Indian economy, though was in negative trajectory for first two quarters, showed its resilience and rebounded with
positive growth in the third quarter itself, registering a ‘V’ shape recovery.

To support the economy, social and health infrastructure of the country, the Government took various initiatives, which acted as a
sanjeevni and revived the economy at a much faster pace as compared to various other western economies.

The pandemic has brought a paradigm shift in the way businesses are transacted and given a new buzzword new normal.
Key performance of the Bank

During the year, the business of the Bank grew by 7.68% on YoY basis. Deposits grew by 7.18% and Advances by 8.39%. The thrust
on CASA deposits bore its results and it grew by 18.90% on YoY basis. The bank’s reemphasis on RAM Segment advances (Retail,
Agriculture and MSME) also gave good results thereby achieving growth of 12.25 % in Retail, 15.47% in Agriculture (Excluding
RIDF) and 7.07% in MSME Advances (Excluding RIDF & including PSLC of Rs. 2130 Crore), respectively.

FINANCIAL PERFORMANCE

During the financial year 2020-21, the cost of deposits improved by 98 basis points, which was more than the decrease of 76 basis
points in yield on advances. Consequently, the Net Interest Income (NII) has improved by Rs.204 crore and Net Interest Margin
(NIM) has improved by 23 basis points from 1.88% (2019-20) to 2.11% (2020-21).

Operating Profit of the Bank has decreased to Rs.771 crore during 2020-21 as compared to Rs.1097 crore during 2019-20 mainly
due to providing one time expenditure of Rs.369 Crore towards provision for terminal benefits as per revised actuarial projection
on account of latest mortality rate IALM 2012-14. The Bank reported a Net Loss of Rs.2733 crore for 2020-21 on account of higher
provisions. After posting net loss consecutively for eight quarters, the Bank registered a Net Profit of Rs. 161 crore for the quarter
ended March 2021

PRIORITY SECTOR AND FINANCIAL INCLUSION

During 2020-21, the Bank has credibly achieved the following mandated targets:

v' 41.36 % of the Adjusted Net Bank Credit (ANBC) against 40% norm in Priority Sector
v' 9.62 % of the ANBC against 8% to Small and Marginal Farmers

v' 8.12 % of the ANBC against 7.50 % mandated target to Micro Enterprises

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The Bank sold PSLC to the tune of Rs.2130 crore in 2020-21.

Priority Sector Advances of the Bank as at March 2021 reached at Rs 28228 crore, recording a YoY growth of 1.28 %. The Bank’s
advances under Agriculture portfolio (Excluding RIDF) increased by 15.47 % to Rs.10638 crore.

The Bank has been actively pursuing the agenda of Financial Inclusion (Fl), with key interventions such as expanding banking
infrastructure, offering appropriate financial products, making use of technology and enhancing financial literacy. The Bank opened
13.96 lakh accounts under PMJDY and mobilized a CASA deposit of Rs.575 crore.

ASSET QUALITY

The Bank has been making consistent efforts on NPA management and improved the asset quality. Gross NPA ratio reduced to
13.76% this year, down from 14.18% as at March 2020. Similarly, in March 2021, Net NPA of the bank registered a steep decline to
4.04% as compared to 8.03 % in March 2020. Provision Coverage Ratio (PCR) of Bank improved to 82.89 %.

CAPITAL

After the capital infusion of Rs.5500 crore by Government of India, the Capital to Risk-weighted Assets Ratio (CRAR) has improved
to 17.06% as on 31.3.2021 and CET-I Ratio to 12.05 %.

AWARDS:

In recognition of the varied initiatives in Financial Inclusion, the Bank was conferred upon an Award by IBA for Best Digital Financial
Inclusion Initiatives.

The Road Ahead

Though the second wave of pandemic has affected the socio-economic scenario of the country, with the measures initiated by
the Government of India and with vaccination giving a glimmer of hope, we are hopeful that the things will ease out quickly and
shall be back on track soon. The Bank has laid down long drawn strategy for organizational restructuring to leverage optimum
utilisation of the human and other resources. Besides this, the Bank aims at strengthening the Risk Management architecture, IT
Infrastructure, credit monitoring systems to curtail fresh slippages and further shore up the RAM segment credit.

The Bank is fully oriented, committed and dedicated to serve its customers, society and nation in the best possible way. In the
present challenging time of COVID, each PSBian is fully dedicated to serve, without any hesitation or fear.

Explanatory Statement
Agenda Item No. 2

a) As on March 31, 2021, Bank is having a balance of accumulated losses of Rs.3,577.55 crore as against the Securities Premium
amount of Rs.4835.11 crore in the Balance Sheet. It is proposed to set off the accumulated losses with an equal amount
lying in the Securities Premium Account. The effect of the aforesaid proposed Securities Premium reduction, if approved
and finalized would be that the accumulated losses which as on 31st March 2021 stood at Rs.3,577.55 crore will accordingly
stand reduced.

b) The proposed set off will present the true and fair view of the financial position of the Bank and will not affect any ratios
such as Book Value per share, Return on Equity (ROE), Earning per Share (EPS) etc.

c) The Bank is of the view that this is the most practical and economically efficient option available to the Bank in the present
scenario so as to present a true and fair view of the financial position of the Bank.

d) The Bank will be able to represent its true financial position which would benefit the shareholders as their holding will yield
better value and also enable the Bank to explore opportunities to the benefit of the shareholders of the Bank including in
the form of dividend payment as per the applicable provisions within a reasonable timeframe. The proposal will also place
the Bank in a better position to achieve its Turnaround plan in a time-bound manner.

e) The Banking Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Undertakings) Act, 1980 provides for reducing its paid-up capital
by cancelling any paid-up capital which is lost or is unrepresented by available assets. Further, the Nationalised Banks
(Management and Miscellaneous Provisions) Scheme, 1980 as amended by Nationalised Banks (Management and
Miscellaneous Provisions) Amendment Scheme, 2020 allows a nationalized bank to appropriate any sum from its share
premium account by following the same procedure for reduction of paid-up capital referred to in the Banking Companies

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DIRECTORS’ REPORT 2020-21

The Board of Directors have pleasure in presenting the 11" Annual Report of the Bank together with the Balance Sheet as on
March 2021 and Profit and Loss Account for the year ended 31 March 2021.

Highlights of Bank’s financial performance are given below:

» The total business of the Bank increased by 7.68% reached at Rs.163919.35 crore as on 31.03.2021, from Rs.1,52,231.75 crore
as on 31.03.2020.

» CASA deposits increased by 18.90% on Y — o —Y and stood at Rs.31530.39 crore as on 31.03.2021,as compared to Rs.26517.30
crore as on 31.03.2020.

» Thetotal deposits of the Bank stood at Rs.96108.18 crore as on 31.03.2021 as compared to Rs.89667.55 crore as on 31.03.2020.
The average cost of deposits of the bank stood at 5.06% (FY 2020-21) as compared to 6.04% (FY 2019-20) in previous year.

» The Bank’s Advances registered a growth of 8.39% from Rs.62564.20 crore as on 31.03.2020 to Rs.67811.17 crore as on
31.03.2021. The average yield on Advances stood at 7.78% (FY 2020-21) as compared to 8.54% (FY 2019-20) during the last
year.

» Total Priority Sector Advances increased from Rs. 27872 crore (37.40% of ANBC) as on 31.03.2020 to Rs.28228 Crore (43.95%
of ANBC) as on 31.03.2021.

» The Retail Lending portfolio of the Bank grew to Rs.18579 crore as on 31.03.2021and registered a growth of 12.25 % over the
previous year Rs.16552 crore. The percentage of Retail credit (Rs.18579 crore) to Gross Advances (Rs.67811 crore) was 27.39 %
as on 31.03.2021 compared to 26.45% as on 31.03.2020.

» MSME Credit grew by 7.07% from Rs.10738 crore as on 31.03.2020 to Rs. 11497 crore (Including PSLC of Rs. 2130 crore) as on
31.03.2021. The share of MSME Credit to total Advances was 16.95% as on 31.03.2021.

» Operating profit stood at Rs.771.22 crore as on 31.03.2021 against Rs.1096.91 crore as on 31.03.2020.

March 2021

» During the financial year 2020-21 Government of India infused Rs.5500.00 crore towards preferential allotment of Equity
shares. Accordingly, the bank has allotted 335,16,14,868 equity shares of Rs.10/- each fully paid up at an issue price of Rs.16.41
(including premium of Rs.6.41 per equity share) Consequently, Government of India’s holding in the bank has increased to
97.07% as on 31st March 2021.

» Net Worth of the Bank stood at Rs.5126.25 crore as compared to Rs.2917.44 crore as on 31.03.2020.

» Capital Adequacy Ratio (Basel Ill) of the Bank is 17.06 % as on 31.03.2021 against the minimum stipulated requirement of
10.875%.

» Gross NPAs of the Bank is Rs.9334.00 crore (13.76%) as on 31.03.2021 as compared to Rs.8874.57 crore (14.18%) as on

MANAGEMENT DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS
Global Outlook:

Global growth is gradually recovering from the slowdown, but it remains uneven across countries and is supported by ongoing
vaccination drives, sustained accommodative monetary policies and further sizeable fiscal stimulus. World output is projected by
the Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD) to reach its pre-pandemic level by mid-2021, though it will
be largely contingent on the pace of vaccine distribution and its efficacy against emerging variants of the virus.

The International Monetary Fund projected strong economic recovery in 2021 and expects world economy to grow by 6% in 2021
and 4.4% in 2022.

Domestic Outlook:

The rebound from the COVID-19 induced slump has been sharper than anticipated. Real GDP growth turned positive in Q3, 2020-21.
RBI projected real GDP growth for 2021-22 at 10.5 % from contraction of 8% (2020-21). Going forward, rural demand is likely to remain
resilient, which is a good prospect for the agriculture sector. Urban demand and demand for contact-intensive services is also expected
to strengthen with the spread of vaccination.

At present, second wave has disrupted the entire system of our country, impacting health and economic condition of everyone.
There are record number of daily cases, curfews and lockdowns in most of the states that poses a risk to the domestic growth
outlook. But fiscal and monetary authorities stand ready to act in a coordinated manner to limit its spillovers to the economy at
large and contain its fallout on the ongoing recovery. RBl on May 5%, 2021 took some steps to support Health sector and initiated
some steps to support MSMEs and Individual borrowers.

Banking Sector:

SCBs registered a credit growth of 5.56% and Deposit growth of 11.3% in 2020-21. Credit off take was minimal due to disruption
caused by COVID-19. Our Bank registered a credit growth of Rs.5247.00 crore and Deposit growth of Rs.6440.00 crore in 2020-21.

SCBs Bank Credit is expected to be normal this financial year too with the second and expected third wave of COVID-19. SCBs
deposits are expected to grow moderately in 2021-22.

Capital and Reserves:

During the year, Bank has raised fresh capital of Rs 5500 crore by issue of preferential shares to the Government.

® Bank launched special Home Loan and Vehicle Loan products for Government/PSU employees with attractive features
including concession in Rate of Interest (ROI).

® This FY Bank has introduced PSB Digital Learning Portal and has digitized process for Performance Appraisal Management.

® The Bank has also launched PSB Performers’ League (PPL) as a motivational campaign to create competitive environment
amongst branches and to generate more Retail Lending business during the campaign period.

® Bank has putin place a comprehensive Credit Risk Management Policy to manage the credit risk effectively. It has introduced
a robust system for appraisal of loan / credit proposals, a software based internal rating modal, internal limits and triggers for
monitoring of credit concentration across products and segments.

3. We have not verified the correctness and appropriateness of the financial records and books of accounts of the Bank.

4, Where ever required, we have obtained the management representation about the Compliances of the laws, rules and
regulations and happening of events etc.

5. The Compliance of the provisions of the corporate and other applicable laws, rules and regulations, standards is the
responsibility of the Management; Our examination was limited to the verification of the procedures on test basis.

6. We have not verified the compliance under various State laws specifically applicable to the Bank.

7. The Secretarial Audit Report is neither an assurance as to the future viability of the Bank nor the efficacy or effectiveness
with which the management has conducted the affairs of the Bank.

During the period under review, the Bank has complied with the provisions of the Act, Rules, Regulations, Guidelines,
Standards, etc. mentioned above we report:

1. The Board of Directors of the Bank is constituted with Executive Directors, Non-Executive Directors and Independent
Directors as per Section 9 of The Banking Companies (Acquisition and Transfer of Undertaking) Act, 1980, subject to the
following observations:

a) The Bank has not appointed Shareholder Directors as per Section 9(3)(i) of The Banking Companies (Acquisition and
Transfer of Undertaking) Act, 1980. Further, as explained by the management, the election was proposed to be held
in the Annual General Meeting on 11th August 2020, however, the agenda pertaining to election of directors was
withdrawn due to certain complaints received from Shareholder. Subsequently, a writ petition was filed by one of the
Contestant before Hon’ble High Court of Delhi and the matter was subjudice.

b) Subsequent to the retirement of Mr. S.R. Ghedia, the Chartererd Accountant Director on 26th December 2020, the
Central Government is yet to appoint Chartered Accountant Director under Section 9(3)(g) of The Banking Companies
(Acquisition and Transfer of Undertaking) Act, 1980.

The changes in the composition of the Board of Directors that took place during the period under review were carried
out in compliance with the provisions of the Act.

2. Adequate notices are given to all directors for the Board Meetings and accordingly, agenda and detailed notes on agenda
were sent to all directors, and a system exists for seeking and obtaining further information and clarifications on the agenda
items before the meeting and for meaningful participation at the meeting.

3. Majority decisions are carried through while the dissenting members’ views, if any, are captured and recorded as part of
the minutes.
4., There are adequate systems and processes in the Bank commensurate with the size and operations of the Bank to monitor

and ensure compliance with applicable laws, Rules, Regulations and Guidelines.

Trust for Development of Agriculture and Rural Employment (PSB Trust for
DARE), which conducts training programmes for unemployed youth for self
employment. RSETIs at Moga, Faridkot and Ludhiana districts are working in their
own premises.

PSB Trust for Development of Agricultural & rural employment bears all the training
expenses of RSETIs.

2. Financial Literacy Centres (FLCs)- With a view to spread financial literacy among
people, Financial Literacy Centres (FLCs) have been opened at District level.
Presently, our bank has 15 FLCs. RBI and SLBC monitor their performance on
quarterly basis. The broad objective of the FLCs is to provide free financial
literacy/education to people in rural and urban areas with regard to various
financial products and services available from the formal financial sector.
FLCs also help borrowers in distress by formulating their debt restructuring
plans and recommend the same to formal financial institutions. FLCs, however,
do not act as investment advice centres /marketing centres for products of any
particular bank/banks. Counselors refrain from marketing / providing advice
regarding investment in insurance policies, investment in securities, value of
securities, purchase/ sale of securities, etc., or promoting investments only in
bank’s own products.

PSB Trust for Development of Agricultural & rural employment (PSB Trust for DARE)
undertake a number of welfare activities for farmer in rural areas. Special camps are
being organized to train farmers about latest technology in Dairy Farming, Women
Entrepreneurship in rural areas like Dress designing & embroidery work, tie & dye
training programme, Beauty Parlor, Jam & pickle making etc. The entire expenses of
such training programme are borne by PSB TDARE.

Have you done any impact
assessment of your initiative?

During the current financial year 2020-21, our RSETIs have conducted 54 training
programs wherein 1546 candidates have been trained. Out of 1546 candidates,
960 candidates belong to SC/ ST category, 598 belong to BPL and 1188 candidates
are women beneficiary. Out of 1546 RSETI trained candidates, 995 candidates have
settled during current financial year. 274 candidates have been settled through
credit linkage during the year from different Banks.

Bank in coordination with 15 Financial Literacy Centres (FLCs) took the initiative to
spread financial literacy among rural population by conducting Financial Literacy
Camps in the villages where Basic Banking Services along with other financial
schemes like PMJDY, PMJJBY, PMSBY, APY, OD, Digital Banking etc. are discussed with
the villagers, so that they are able to avail these services as per their requirements.
A total of 583 camps were organized in FY 2020-21 wherein 10424 people actively
participated.

Bank is already geared up to adopt global best practices while implementing risk management stipulations that are in conformity
with the Basel Il framework.

Comprehensive risk management architecture is in place to address various issues concerning Basel Ill. A quarterly review is
carried out to assess the capital need of the Bank, keeping in view the anticipated growth in Risk Weighted Assets, Market Risk
and Operational Risk.

Bank maintains capital as a cushion towards the risk of loss in value of exposure, businesses, etc., to protect the interest of stake
holders, more particularly, depositors.

Bank has system in place for assessing the capital requirements based on current and future business activities and monitoring
the same on an ongoing basis. The bank considers that capital availability is the central theme in the whole process and its
computation is relatable to policy, strategy, business level/composition, and Supervisory concern and Disclosure issues. Towards
this, bank has evolved a well laid down Internal Capital Adequacy Assessment Process (I-CAAP) framework and carries out capital
calculation under Pillar-2 of Basel Il and also of Basel-lll at periodical intervals besides Pillar 1 Capital calculation. The bank has
formulated Stress Testing policy to measure impact of adverse stress scenarios on the adequacy of capital at periodical intervals.

In line with RBI guidelines, the bank has adopted following approaches for implementation of Basel III.
- Standardised Approach for credit risk

- Basic Indicator Approach for operational risk

- Standardised Duration Approach for market risk

Though the bank has implemented the Standardized Approach of credit risk, yet the bank shall continue its journey towards
adopting Internal Rating Based Approaches.

The Bank has issued Tier Il Bonds by way of Subordinated Debts in the form of Promissory Notes / Debentures at Coupon payable
annually / semi-annually. These bonds have been issued after getting them duly rated by the Domestic Rating Agencies. All the
outstanding bonds are listed at the National Stock Exchange Ltd., Mumbai. The other important features of these bonds are:
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e The Bonds have a tenor ranging from 118 months to 127 months from date of the issue.

e The instruments are fully paid up, unsecured and subordinated to the claims of other creditors, free of restrictive clauses and

not redeemable at the initiative of the holder or without the consent of the RBI.

e The instruments are subjected to progressive discounting @ 20 % per year over the last five years of their tenor. Such

discounted amounts are not included in Tier |l Capital for Capital Adequacy purposes.

The claims of the investors in these instruments shall rank superior to the claims of investors in instruments eligible for inclusion

in Tier | Capital and subordinate to the claims of all other creditors.

The Bank follows the basic prudential guidelines issued by the RBI on classification of Non-Performing Asset (NPA) as under:

a) Interest and / or installment of principal remain overdue for a period of more than 90 days in respect of a term loan.

b) The account remains ‘out of order’ if the outstanding balance remains continuously in excess of sanctioned limit / DP for more
than 90 days and / or there are no credits continuously for 90 days as on the date of Balance Sheet or credits are not enough
to cover the interest debited during the same period, in respect of Overdraft/Cash Credit (OD/CC).

¢) The bill remains overdue for a period of more than 90 days in the case of bills purchased and discounted.

d) The installment of principal or interest thereon remains overdue for two crop seasons for short duration crops.

€) The installment of principal or interest thereon remains overdue for one crop season for long duration crops.
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f) The amount of liquidity facility remains outstanding for more than 90 days, in respect of a securitization transaction undertaken
in terms of guidelines on securitization dated May 7, 2012.

g) In respect of derivative transactions, the overdue receivables representing positive mark-to market value of a derivative
contract, if these remains unpaid for a period of 90 days from the specified due date for repayment.

Out of Order means: An account should be treated as ‘out of order’ if the outstanding balance remains continuously in excess of
the sanctioned limit/drawing power. In cases where the outstanding balance in the principal operating account is less than the
sanctioned limit/drawing power, but there are no credits continuously for 90 days as on the date of Balance Sheet or credits are
not enough to cover the interest debited during the same period, these accounts should be treated as ‘out of order’.

Here, "Overdue’ mean any amount due to the Bank under any credit facility, if it is not paid on the due date fixed by the Bank.
In addition to above, an account may also be classified as NPA in terms of the following:
Account with temporary deficiencies/irregularities (Refer RBI MC point 4.2.4)

Where the interest charged during any quarter is not serviced fully within 90 days from the end of the quarter, the account is
classified as Non-performing asset and ceases to generate income for the bank.

The classification of an asset as NPA should be based on the record of recovery. Bank should not classify an advance account as
NPA merely due to the existence of some deficiencies which are temporary in nature such as non-availability of adequate drawing
power based on the latest available stock statement, balance outstanding exceeding the limit temporarily, non-submission of stock
statements and non-renewal of the limits on the due date, etc. In the matter of classification of accounts with such deficiencies
banks may follow the following guidelines:

i)  Banksshould ensure that drawings in the working capital accounts are covered by the adequacy of current assets, since current
assets are first appropriated in times of distress. Drawing power is required to be arrived at based on the stock statement
which is current. However, considering the difficulties of large borrowers, stock statements relied upon by the banks for
determining drawing power should not be older than three months. The outstanding in the account based on drawing power
calculated from stock statements older than three months, would be deemed as irregular.

A working capital borrowal account will become NPA if such irregular drawings are permitted in the account for a continuous
period of 90 days even though the unit may be working or the borrower’s financial position is satisfactory.

ii) Regular and ad hoc credit limits need to be reviewed/ regularised not later than three months from the due date/date of ad
hoc sanction. In case of constraints such as non-availability of financial statements and other data from the borrowers, the
branch should furnish evidence to show that renewal/ review of credit limits is already on and would be completed soon. In
any case, delay beyond six months is not considered desirable as a general discipline. Hence, an account where the regular/ ad
hoc credit limits have not been reviewed/ renewed within 180 days from the due date/ date of ad hoc sanction will be treated
as NPA.

Besides above, Bank also follows the guidelines issued by RBI in respect of classification of assets under a) Restructured
accounts, b) Project under implementation involving time overrun, c) Post shipment Suppliers’ Credit. d) Export Project
Finance, e) Take over Finance, f) Govt. guaranteed Advance, g)

Advance under Rehabilitation approved by BFIR / TLI, h) Advances under Debt Waiver & Debt Relief Scheme 2009, i) Sale of
Financial Assets to Securitization Company /Reconstruction Company, j) Purchase/ Sale of Non-Performing Financial Assets, k)
Up-gradation of accounts, 1) Accounts regularized near about the Balance Sheet date etc.

B. CREDIT RISK MANAGEMENT AND OBJECTIVES:

The main objective of Credit Risk Management Department is to effectively identify, assess, measure, and manage the credit risk
exposure of the Bank, with a view to contain it within desired limits in relation to the risk appetite of the Bank and commensurate
with the availability of Capital. In doing so, the Bank’s Credit Risk philosophy aims at minimizing risk and maintaining it within the
levels which shall ensure safety of the Bank’s financial resources, including stakeholders’ equity and, at the same time, also ensure
a steady and healthy financial growth.
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STRATEGIC POLICY OF THE BANK - CREDIT RISK:

The Bank has a comprehensive and well defined Loan Policy which covers various aspects of strategic planning. The loan policy of
the Bank is reviewed from time to time, depending on requirements of the changes in loan portfolio and general economic and
market scenario. The loan policy is also subjected to a comprehensive review by the Board at least once a year. The loan policy of
the Bank addresses, among other things:

*  Exposure ceilings and prudential caps in different industry segments and borrower categories.
*  Pricing based on risk profile linked to credit ratings and/or retail segments.

¢ Guidelines relating to procedures and systems for appraisal, sanction, and monitoring of loans and modes of dispensation of
credit.

* Credit Rating framework.
¢ Inspection mechanism and compliance of regulatory and policy guidelines.
CREDIT RISK MANAGEMENT ARCHITECTURE:

¢ The organizational structure of the Bank for Credit Risk Management function has the Board of Directors at the Apex level that
has the overall oversight of management of risks.

* The Risk Management Committee (RMC) which is the sub-committee of the Board headed by the Non-Executive Chairman
devises the policy and strategy for integrated risk management including credit risk.

* At the operational level, the Credit Risk Management Committee (CRMC) manages the credit risk. The main function includes
implementation of credit risk management policies approved by the Board, monitoring credit risk on a bank wide basis,
recommending to the board for its approval all policies relating to credit risk management, prudential limits on credit
exposures, portfolio management, loan products etc. There is a structured and standardized credit approval process including
a comprehensive credit appraisal procedure. In order to assess the credit risk associated with any financing proposal, the Bank
assesses a variety of risks relating to the borrower and the relevant industry.

*  The Risk Management Department (RMD) headed by the General Manager/ Deputy General Manager, measures, controls and
manages credit risk on bank wide basis within the limits set by the Board and enforces compliance with risk parameters set
by Board/RMC/CRMC. The RMD is duly supported by Credit Risk Management Cell, Market Risk Management Cell, ALM cell
and Operations Risk Management Cell.

* The Inspection Department as well as Credit Monitoring Department headed by a General Manager/ Deputy General Manager
monitor the quality of loan portfolio identifies problems and takes steps to correct deficiencies. Loan review / credit audit is
undertaken by the Credit Audit function.

TOOLS USED FOR CREDIT RISK MANAGEMENT / MITIGATION

¢ Credit Approving Authority — Delegation of Powers. The Bank has a well-defined scheme of delegation of powers with a multi-
tier risk based approving system, which is reviewed periodically and revised as and when necessary to meet the compulsions
of business environment.

* large Exposure Framework limits on various aspects of credit / investment like Single / Group borrower limits for various types
of borrowers are in place.

* Risk Rating/Pricing - The bank has introduced rating models for various segments, which serve as a single point indicator of
diverse risk factors of a counter party and support credit and pricing decisions.

*  Credit Audit/Loan review mechanism is an effective tool for constantly evaluating the quality of loan book and to bring about
qualitative improvements in credit administration

* Portfolio Management - to start with, the bank has introduced a simple portfolio-monitoring framework. Going forward the
bank will be graduating to a more sophisticated Portfolio Management model.
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* The Bank accepts a range of collaterals and techniques to mitigate the credit risks to which they are exposed to, provided the
collaterals are legally enforceable and the Bank has a priority claim on the sale proceeds of the collaterised assets in the case

of obligor’s default or occurrence of adverse credit events.

RISK MEASUREMENT

At present Credit Risk is assessed through Risk rating at the individual level and through Risk Weighting of the assets at the

portfolio level and capital is maintained based on Risk Weights.

1. The Bank has approved using the general rating of the following credit rating agencies for risk weighting under the standardized
approach for CRAR calculations CRISIL, ICRA, India Rating, ACUITE, BRICKWORK,CARE and Infomerics for domestic claims and
S&P, FITCH and Moody’s for claims on non-resident corporates, foreign banks and foreign sovereigns.

The ratings of all these agencies are being used for all exposures subjected to rating for risk weighting purposes under the
standardized approach for CRAR calculations under Basel lll as defined by RBI.

2. The process used to transfer public issue ratings on to comparable assets in the banking book is as per regulatory requirements
of RBI. The public ratings published by the rating agencies on their website are used for this purpose. Only, ratings which are in
force as per monthly bulletin of the concerned rating agency and which have been reviewed at least once during the previous
15 months are used.

3. For all the exposures on a particular counterparty, bank uses the rating of only one agency, even though these exposures
are rated by more than one with exception being where each of the exposures is rated by only one of the approved rating
agencies.

4. To be eligible for risk-weighting purposes, it is ensured that the external credit assessment takes into account and reflects the
entire amount of credit risk exposure the bank has with regard to all payments owed to it i.e., both principal and interest.
External assessments for one entity within a corporate group is not used to risk weight other entities within the same group.

5. Forassets that have contractual maturity less than or equal to one year, short term ratings are used while for other assets, long
term ratings are used. For Cash Credit exposures long term ratings are taken.
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6. Where an issuer has a long-term exposure with an external long term rating that warrants a risk weight of 150%, all unrated
claims on the same counterparty, whether short-term or long-term, also receive a 150% risk weight, except in cases where
credit risk mitigation techniques are used for such claims. Similar is the case with short-term rating.

7. The Short-term ratings assigned by the approved rating agencies are directly mapped to the risk weights under the Standardized
Approach for short-term exposures.

A mechanism for mapping of internal ratings of short term loans (up to 1 year) with Short Term ratings of External Credit Rating
Agencies, on similar lines as risk weight mapping given by RBI, is already in vogue in our bank.

8. Ifthere are two ratings accorded by eligible credit rating agencies, which map into different risk weights, the higher risk weight
is applied. If there are three or more ratings accorded by eligible credit rating agencies with different risk weights, the ratings
corresponding to the two lowest risk weights are referred to and the higher of those two risk weights are applied, i.e., the
second lowest risk weight.

9. The RW of the investment claim is based on specific rating by a chosen credit rating agency, where the claim is not an
investment in a specific assessed issue:

1) the rating applicable to the specific debt (where the rating maps into a risk weight lower than that which applies to an
unrated claim) is applied to the bank’s un-assessed claim only if this claim ranks paripassu or senior to the specific rated
debt in all respects and the maturity of the un-assessed claim is not later than the maturity of the rated claim, except
where the rated claim is a short term obligation.

i) if either the issuer or single issue has been assigned a rating which maps into a risk weight equal to or higher than
that which applies to unrated claims, an unrated claim on the same counterparty, is assigned the same risk weight as is
applicable to the rated exposure, if this claim ranks paripassu or junior to the rated exposure in all respects.

1. Credit Risk Mitigation is a proactive management tool designed to enhance revenue growth, while protecting an entity’s
earnings from loss. Banks employ various methods and techniques to reduce the impact of the credit risks they are exposed to
in their daily operations. Some of the credit risk mitigation techniques are permitted to be used by the supervisor for reducing
the capital charge after adjustment for value, currency mismatch and maturity mismatch. Various Credit Risk Mitigants (CRM)
recognized under Basel Il are as follows:

— Collateralised transactions
— On-balance-sheet-netting

— Guarantees
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Punjab & Sind Bank

2. Eligible financial collateral:

All collaterals are not recognised as credit risk mitigants under the Standardised Approach. The following are the financial
collaterals recognized:

i. Cash and Certain Deposits.

ii. Gold: benchmarked to 99.99% purity.

iii. Securities issued by Central and State Governments

iv. KisanVikas Patra and National Savings Certificates

v. Life insurance policies

vi. Debt securities -Rated subject to conditions.

vii. Debt securities not rated issued by banks subject to conditions

viii. Units of mutual funds subject to conditions

ix. Re-securitisations, irrespective of any credit ratings, are not eligible financial collateral.

There are certain additional standards for availing capital relief for collateralized transactions, which have direct bearing on the
management of collaterals, and these aspects are taken into account during Collateral Management.

3. On-balance-sheet-netting

On-balance sheet netting is confined to loans/advances (treated as exposure) and deposits (treated as collateral), where Bank
has legally enforceable netting arrangements, involving specific lien with proof of documentation and which are managed on
a net basis.

4. Guarantees Where guarantees are direct, explicit, irrevocable and unconditional, bank takes account of such credit protection
in calculating capital requirements. The range of eligible guarantors / counter guarantors as per Basel Ill includes:

i. Sovereigns, sovereign entities (including BIS, IMF, European Central Bank and European Community as well as those
MDBs, ECGC and CGTSI, CRGFTLIH), banks and primary dealers with a lower risk weight than the counterparty;

ii. Other entities that are externally rated except when credit protection is provided to a securitisation exposure. This would
include credit protection provided by parent, subsidiary and affiliate companies when they have a lower risk weight than
the obligor.

iii. When credit protection is provided to a securitisation exposure, other entities that currently are externally rated BBB- or
better and that were externally rated A- or better at the time the credit protection was provided. This would include credit
protection provided by parent, subsidiary and affiliate companies when they have a lower risk weight than the obligor.

The Bank accepts all types of collaterals against exposures. However, for Basel-Ill norms, the eligible collaterals are considered
and given appropriate treatment before they are set-off against exposures. The bank has a well laid-out Credit Risk Mitigation &
Collateral management Policy and also guidelines for valuation of collaterals. The Bank also takes cognizance of eligible guarantees
and substitution of rating of guarantor(s) in cases where these are better than that of the counter-party. Besides, for purposes of
credit protection, Central Govt., State Govt., ECGC and CGTMSE coverages are also taken into account to apply appropriate risk
weights.

Market risk refers to the uncertainty of future earnings resulting from changes in interest rates, foreign exchange rates, market
prices and volatilities. The Bank assumes market risk in its lending and deposit taking businesses and in its investment activities,
including position taking and trading. The market risk is managed in accordance with the investment policies, which are approved
by the Board. These policies ensure that operations in securities, foreign exchange and derivatives are conducted in accordance
with sound and acceptable business practices and are as per the extant regulatory guidelines, laws governing transactions in
financial securities and the financial environment. Market Risk in Trading Book is assessed as per the Standardized Duration
approach. The capital charge for Held for Trading (HFT) and Available for Sale (AFS) portfolios is computed as per Reserve Bank of
India prudential guidelines.

Qualitative disclosures

The Bank has formulated Policies on “Operational Risk Management” and “Business Continuity Plan & Disaster Recovery
Management”. These policies are being reviewed by the Board of the Bank on annual basis. Bank is collecting “Loss Data” from
Zonal Offices/Head Offices and the same is being placed before ORMC for review on quarterly Basis. The Bank has loss data
management framework to comply with overall operational risk management of the Bank.

Bank is conducting Risk and Control Self-Assessment (RCSA) workshop to assess the risk emanating from a particular product or
activity as per RCSA framework approved by the Board. The result of RCSA workshop is being placed before ORMC for review.
Further Bank is monitoring identified Key Risk Indicators (KRI) on quarterly basis to identify the early warning signals and hence
trying to proactively manage/ mitigate the underlying issues and potential losses which is one of the objectives of KRI framework.

As per the policy on Operational Risk, the Operational Risk Management Committee (ORMC) has been set up which is headed by
the Executive Director. Regular meetings of the ORMC are convened at least on quarterly basis. Inspection Department of the bank
undertakes onsite “Risk Based Internal Audit” (RBIA) of the branches.

Inspection, Reconciliation and Vigilance Departments are reporting matters relating to Housekeeping, Reconciliation and Frauds
etc. periodically to ACB. Regulatory reporting with regard to Operational Risk and Business Continuity Plan is made timely &
regularly. Bank is presently following ‘Basic Indicator Approach” for calculating Capital Charge on Operational Risk. However, the
bank is preparing to move to advance approaches of calculating capital charge for Operational Risk.

The Interest rate risk in banking book is measured and managed by the bank through Traditional Gap for Earnings at Risk (Ear)
approach and modified Duration Gap for Economic Value (MVE) Approach. Interest rate risk in banking book includes all advances
and investments kept under Held to Maturity (HTM) portfolio. The strategies and process/structure of organization / scope and
nature of risk reporting/policies etc. are the same as reported under DF — 7. The methodology adopted to measure the interest
rate risk in banking book (IRRBB) is based on RBI suggested guidelines.

1.1 RBI has stipulated monitoring of interest rate risk through a Statement of Interest Rate Sensitivity (Reprising Gaps) to be
prepared at monthly intervals. Accordingly, ALCO reviews Interest Rate Sensitivity statement on monthly basis and monitors
the Earnings at Risk (EaR) which measures the change in net interest income of the Bank due to parallel change in interest rate
on both the assets and liabilities.

1.2 RBI has also stipulated to estimate the impact of change in interest rates on economic value of bank’s assets and liabilities
through Interest Rate Sensitivity under Duration Gap Analysis (IRSD). Bank also carries out Duration Gap analysis as stipulated
by RBI at monthly/quarterly intervals. The impact of interest rate changes on the Market Value of Equity (MVE) is monitored
through Duration Gap Analysis. Using the above, Modified Duration of liabilities and assets for each bucket is calculated
and the impact on their value for a change in interest rate by 200 bps is reckoned by adding up the net position is arrived to
determine as to whether there will be a positive increase in the value or otherwise.

1.3 As a prudential measure limit has been fixed for EaR as well as for Net Duration Gap of the assets and liabilities and the same
is monitored at regular intervals.

The branches audited by us and those audited by
other auditors have been selected by the Bank in accordance with the guidelines issued to the Bank by the Reserve Bank
of India. Also included in the Balance Sheet, the Statement of Profit and Loss and Statement of Cash Flows are the returns
from 736 branches of the bank which have not been subjected to audit. These unaudited branches account for 8.84 percent
of advances, 24.07 percent of deposits, 6.73 percent of interest income and 22.41 percent of interest expenses.

2. In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us, the aforesaid standalone
financial statements give the information required by the Banking Regulation Act, 1949 (the ‘Act’) in the manner so required
for bank and are in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in India and:

a) the Balance Sheet, read with the notes thereon is a full and fair Balance Sheet containing all the necessary particulars,
is properly drawn up so as to exhibit a true and fair view of the state of affairs of the Bank as at 31 March, 2021;

b) the Profit and Loss Account, read with the notes thereon shows a true balance of loss; and
c) the Cash Flow Statement gives a true and fair view of the cash flows for the year ended on that date.
Basis for Opinion

3. We conducted our audit in accordance with the Standards on Auditing (SAs) issued by The Institute of Chartered Accountants
of India (ICAIl). Our responsibilities under those Standards are further described in the Auditor’s Responsibilities for the
Audit of the Financial Statements section of our report. We are independent of the Bank in accordance with the code of
ethics issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India together with ethical requirements that are relevant to our
audit of the financial statements in India, and we have fulfilled our other ethical responsibilities in accordance with these
requirements and the code of ethics. We believe that the audit evidence we have obtained is sufficient and appropriate to
provide a basis for our opinion.

Emphasis of Matters

4, We draw your attention to Schedule No.18 (Note No.16) to the accompanying standalone financial results, which describes
the uncertainties due to outbreak of Corona Virus (Covid-19) and the management’s assessment of its impact on the
business operations of the bank.

However, our opinion is not modified in respect of the matter stated above.
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Key Audit Matters

5.

Punjab & Sind Bank

Key audit matters are those matters that, in our professional judgment, were of most significance in our audit of the financial
statements of the current period. These matters were addressed in the context of our audit of the financial statements
as a whole, and in forming our opinion thereon, and we do not provide a separate opinion on these matters. We have
determined the matters described below to be the key audit matters to be communicated in our report:

Key Audit Matters

How the matter was addressed in our audit

Classification of Advances, Income Recognition,
Identification of and provisioning for non-performing
Advances

(Refer Schedule 9 to the financial statements)

The advances are classified as performing and non-
performing advances (NPA) which are governed by
income recognition, asset classification and provisioning
(IRAC) norms and other circulars and directives issued
by the Reserve Bank of India (RBI) from time to time.
The classification and provisioning are carried out by
the Bank’s IT Software integrated with its Core Banking
Solution (CBS).

The provisioning for identified NPAs is based on ageing
and classification of NPAs, recovery estimates, value
of security and is subject to the provisioning norms
specified by RBI.

Inthe event of any improper application of the prudential
norms/regulatory requirements or consideration of
the incorrect value of the security, the carrying value
of the advances could be materially misstated either
individually or collectively and in view of the significance
of the amount of advances in the financial statements,
the classification of the advances and provisioning
thereon has been considered as Key Audit Matter in our
audit.

We obtained an understanding of the Bank’s Software,
circulars, guidelines and directives of the RBI and the Bank’s
internal instructions and procedures in respect of the asset’s
classification and it’s provisioning. Our audit approach consisted
of testing the design of system for identification of Non-
Performing assets to ensure conformity with the guidelines
of the RBI in the matter and test checking identification and
valuation of Non-performing assets.

We have reviewed the documentations, operations /
performance and monitoring of the advance accounts, on test
check basis of the large and stressed advances, to ascertain any
overdue, unsatisfactory conduct or weakness in any advance
account, to ensure that its classification is in accordance with
the prudential norms of RBI, in respect of the branches audited
by us. In respect of the branches, audited by the other branch
statutory auditors we have placed reliance on their reports and
ensured that changes suggested by the Branch auditors were
duly carried out wherever necessary.

We have reviewed on test check basis the reports of the
credit audit, inspection audit, internal audit, concurrent audit,
regulatory audit to ascertain the advances having any adverse
features / comments and reviewed the reports generated from
the bank’s system.

We reviewed advances including stressed advances on a sample
basis with respect to compliance with the RBI Master Circulars
/ Guidelines/ Judicial pronouncements.

Necessary changes were carried out wherever required during
the course of audit and the effect of same was duly accounted
for in the Financial statements for the year ended 31st March,
2021.
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Classification and valuation of Investments
identification and provisioning for Non-Performing
Investments.

(Refer Schedule 8 to the financial statements)

Investmentportfolioofthebankcomprisesofinvestments
in Government Securities, Bonds, Debentures, Shares,
Security Receipts and other Approved Securities which
are classified under three categories, Held to Maturity,
Available for Sale and Held for trade.

Valuation of investments, identification of Non-
Performing Investments (NPI) and the corresponding
non-recognition of income and provision thereon, is
carried out in accordance with the relevant circulars /
guidelines / directions of RBI.

Considering judgement involved in the valuation,
volume of transactions, investments on hand,
regulatory requirements and significance of the amount
of investments in the Financial statement, we have
identified this as a key audit matter for the current year
audit.

Our Audit approach towards Investments with reference to the RBI
circulars/directives included the review and testing of the design,
operating effectiveness of internal controls and substantive audit
procedures in relation to valuation, classification, identification of
Non-Performing Investments, provisioning / depreciation related
to Investments.

We evaluated and understood the system and internal control as
laid down by the Bank to comply with relevant RBI guidelines.

We assessed and evaluated the process of identification of NPI’s,
and corresponding reversal of unrealized income and creation of
provision.

We carried out substantive audit procedures to recompute
independently the provision to be maintained and depreciation
to be provided in accordance with the circulars and directives of
the RBI. Accordingly, we selected samples from the investments
of each category and tested for NPIs as per the RBI guidelines and
recomputed the provision to be maintained in accordance with
the RBI Circular for those selected sample of NPIs;

Necessary changes were carried out wherever required during
the course of audit and the effect of same was duly accounted for
in the Financial statements for the year ended 31st March, 2021.

Assessment of Information Technology (IT)

The IT environment of the bank is complex and involves
a large number of independent and inter-dependent IT
systems used in the operations of the Bank for processing
and recording a large volume of transactions at various
locations.

Asaresult, thereis high degree of reliance and dependency
on such IT systems for the financial reporting process of
the bank. Appropriate IT general controls and application
controls are required to ensure that such IT systems are
able to processthe data as required, completely accurately
and consistently for reliable financial reporting.

IT controls with respect to recording of transactions,
generating various reports in compliance with RBI
guidelines/directions is dependent on working of Core
Banking System in the Bank. Therefore, any validation
failures, incorrect input data and wrong extraction of data
may result in wrong reporting of data to the management
and regulators.

The Bank accounts for all the transactions related to
Advances in its Information Technology System (IT
System) viz. Core Banking Solution (CBS) which identifies
whether the advances are performing or non-performing
and calculation of provisions thereon.

Due to the importance of the impact of the IT systems
and related control environment on the Bank’s financial
reporting process, we have identified testing of such IT
systems and related control environment as a key matter
for the current year audit.

We evaluated and understood the CBS system adopted by the
Bank.

We assessed the operative effectiveness of key automated
controls within various business processes. This includes
testing the integrity of system interfaces, the completeness and
accuracy of data, system reconciliation controls and automated
calculations.

We assessed the feeding of the data in the system and going
through the extraction of the financial information and
statements from the IT system existing in the bank.

Reviewed the output and reports generated by the system on
sample basis.

Where deficiencies were identified, we tested compensating
controls or performed alternate procedures.

The system needs to be further strengthened for its efficacy to
control deficiencies of input/output data from the system.
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Contingent Liabilities and Claims

Contingent Liability is a possible obligation, outcome of
which is contingent upon occurrence or non-occurrence
of one or more uncertain future events. In the judgement
of the management, such claims and litigations including
tax demands against the bank would not eventually lead
to a liability.

However, unexpected adverse outcomes may
significantly impact the Bank’s reported financial results
which is uncertain/unascertainable at this stage.

Considering the uncertainty relating to the outcome of
these matters which requires application of judgment in
interpretation of law this has been determined as a key
Audit Matter

We have relied upon the management note and legal opinions
obtained by the bank regarding the claims and tax litigations
and involved our internal team to review the nature of such
litigations and claims, their current status, sustainability,
examining recent orders and/or communication received from
various tax authorities/judicial forums and follow up actions
thereon and likelihood of claims/litigations materializing into
eventual liability upon final resolution, from the available
records and developments to date.

Modified Audit Procedures carried out in the light of
continuing COVID-19 pandemic

Due to the continuing COVID-19 pandemic, lockdown
declared by some of the State Governments and travel
restrictions imposed by State Governments / Local
Authorities during the period of our audit and the
RBI directions to Bank to facilitate carrying out audit
remotely wherever physical access was not possible,
audit could not be conducted by visiting the premises
of certain Branches/ ZOs/various departments at Head
Office of the Bank.

As we could not gather audit evidence in person/
Physically and personal interaction with the officials at
the Branch/ Zonal/ Head Office, either fully or partially,
we have identified such modified audit procedures as
Key Audit Matter.

Accordingly, our audit procedures were modified to
carry out remotely.

Wherever physical access was not possible, necessary records/
reports/ documents/ certificates were made available to us by
the Bank through digital medium, electronic communications
and remote access to CBS. To this extent, the audit process was
carried out on the basis of such documents, reports and records
made available to us which were relied upon as audit evidence
for conducting the audit and reporting for the current period.

Accordingly, we modified our audit procedures as follows:

Conducted verification of necessary records, Documents
electronically through remote access/ electronic
communications in respect of some of the Branches/ ZO and
Head Office Departments of the Bank wherever physical access
was not possible.

Carried out verification of scanned copies of the documents,
certificates and the related records made available to us
through electronic communications and CBS through remote
access over secure network of the bank.

Making enquiries and gathering necessary audit evidence
through Video Conferencing, dialogues and discussions over
phone calls/conference calls, electronic communications and
similar communication channels.

Discussions and resolution of audit observations telephonically/
through electronic communications instead of face-to-face
interaction with the concerned/designated officials.
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6. Information Other than the Financial Statements and Auditor’s Report thereon

The Bank’s Board of Directors is responsible for the other information. The other information comprises the Corporate
Governance Report (but does not include the financial statements and our auditor’s report thereon), which we obtained
prior to the date of this auditor’s report, and Directors’ Report, including annexures, if any, thereon, which is expected to
be made available to us after that date.

Our opinion on the financial statements does not cover the other information and Pillar 3 disclosure under Basel Ill and we
do not and will not express any form of assurance conclusion thereon.

In connection with our audit of the financial statements, our responsibility is to read the other information identified above
and, in doing so, consider whether the other information is materially inconsistent with the financial statements or our
knowledge obtained in the audit, or otherwise appears to be materially misstated.

If, based on the work we have performed on the other information that we obtained prior to the date of this auditor’s
report, we conclude that there is a material misstatement of this other information, we are required to report that fact. We
have nothing to report in this regard.

When we read the Directors’ Report, including annexure, if any, thereon, if we conclude that there is a material misstatement
therein, we are required to communicate the matter to those charged with governance.

Responsibilities of Management and Those Charged with Governance for the Standalone Financial Statements

7. The Bank’s Board of Directors is responsible with respect to the preparation of these standalone financial statements that
give a true and fair view of the financial position, financial performance and cash flows of the Bank in accordance with the
accounting principles generally accepted in India, including the Accounting Standards issued by ICAI, and provisions of Section
29 of the Banking Regulation Act, 1949 and circulars and guidelines issued by the Reserve Bank of India (‘RBI’) from time
to time. This responsibility also includes maintenance of adequate accounting records in accordance with the provisions of
the Act for safeguarding of the assets of the Bank and for preventing and detecting frauds and other irregularities; selection
and application of appropriate accounting policies; making judgments and estimates that are reasonable and prudent;
and design, implementation and maintenance of adequate internal financial controls, that were operating effectively for
ensuring the accuracy and completeness of the accounting records, relevant to the preparation and presentation of the
financial statements that give a true and fair view and are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error.

In preparing the financial statements, management is responsible for assessing the Bank’s ability to continue as a going
concern, disclosing, as applicable, matters related to going concern and using the going concern basis of accounting unless
management either intends to liquidate the Bank or to cease operations, or has no realistic alternative but to do so.

Auditor’s Responsibilities for the Audit of the Financial Statements

8. Our objectives are to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements as a whole are free from material
misstatement, whether due to fraud or error, and to issue an auditor’s report that includes our opinion. Reasonable
assurance is a high level of assurance, but is not a guarantee that an audit conducted in accordance with SAs will always
detect a material misstatement when it exists. Misstatements can arise from fraud or error and are considered material if,
individually or in the aggregate, they could reasonably be expected to influence the economic decisions of users taken on
the basis of these financial statements.

As part of an audit in accordance with SAs, we exercise professional judgment and maintain professional skepticism
throughout the audit. We also:

e |dentify and assess the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements, whether due to fraud or error, design
and perform audit procedures responsive to those risks, and obtain audit evidence that is sufficient and appropriate to
provide a basis for our opinion. The risk of not detecting a material misstatement resulting from fraud is higher than
for one resulting from error, as fraud may involve collusion, forgery, intentional omissions, misrepresentations, or the
override of internal control.

9. We did not audit the financial statements / information of 775 branches and 25 offices / Processing Centers included in
the standalone financial statements of the Bank whose financial statements / financial information reflect total asset of
Rs. 26,024.76 Crore as at 31st March 2021 and total revenue of Rs. 1,347.95 Crores for the year ended on that date, as
considered in the standalone financial statements. The financial statements / information of these branches has been
audited by the statutory branch auditors whose reports have been furnished to us, and in our opinion in so far as it relates
to the amounts and disclosures included in respect of branches, is based solely on the report of such branch auditors.

Our opinion is not modified in respect of this matter.
Report on Other Legal and Regulatory Requirements

10. The Balance Sheet and the Profit and Loss Account have been drawn up in accordance with Section 29 of the Banking
Regulation Act, 1949;

11.  Subject to the limitations of the audit indicated in paragraphs 6 to 9 above and as required by the Banking Companies
(Acquisition and Transfer of Undertakings) Act, 1970/1980, and subject also to the limitations of disclosure required therein,
we report that:

a) We have obtained all the information and explanations which, to the best of our knowledge and belief, were necessary
for the purposes of our audit and have found them to be satisfactory;

b) The transactions of the Bank, which have come to our notice, have been within the powers of the Bank; and

c) Thereturns received from the offices and branches of the Bank have been found adequate for the purposes of our audit.

Those Standards and the Guidance Note require that
we comply with ethical requirements and plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether adequate
internal financial controls over financial reporting were established and maintained and if such controls operated effectively in all
material respects.

Our audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the adequacy of the internal financial controls over
financial reporting and their operating effectiveness. Our audit of internal financial controls over financial reporting included
obtaining an understanding of internal financial controls over financial reporting, assessing the risk that a material weakness
exists, and testing and evaluating the design and operating effectiveness of internal financial controls based on the assessed risk.

A Bank’s internal financial controls over financial reporting is a process designed to provide reasonable assurance regarding the
reliability of financial reporting and the preparation of financial statements for external purposes in accordance with generally
accepted accounting principles. A Bank’s internal financial controls over financial reporting includes those policies and procedures
that (1) pertain to the maintenance of records that, in reasonable detail, accurately and fairly reflect the transactions and dispositions
of the assets of the Bank; (2) provide reasonable assurance that transactions are recorded as necessary to permit preparation of
financial statements in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles, and that receipts and expenditures of the Bank
are being made only in accordance with authorizations of management and directors of the Bank; and (3) provide reasonable
assurance regarding prevention or timely detection of unauthorized acquisition, use, or disposition of the Bank’s assets that could
have a material effect on the financial statements.

In our opinion, and to the best of our information and according to the explanations given to us and based on the consideration
of the reports of the branch auditors referred to in the Other Matters paragraph below, the Bank has, in all material respects,
adequate internal financial controls over financial reporting and such internal financial controls over financial reporting were
operating effectively as at March31,2021,based on the criteria for internal control over financial reporting established by the Bank
considering the essential components of internal control stated in the Guidance Note on Audit of Internal Financial Controls Over
Financial Reporting issued by the Institute of Chartered Accountants of India.

Other Matters

Our aforesaid report in so far as it relates to the operating effectiveness of internal financial controls over financial reporting of 38
branches, testing the design of operating effectiveness of internal financial controls is based on the corresponding reports of the
respective branch auditors of those branches.

Our opinion is not modified in respect of this matter.

SCHEDULE 17
SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES

1. GENERAL
BASIS OF PREPARATION

The financial statements have been prepared and presented under historical cost convention on accrual basis of accounting
unless otherwise stated and comply with Generally Accepted Accounting Principles, statutory requirements prescribed
under Banking Regulation Act, 1949, circulars and guidelines issued by Reserve Bank of India from time to time and notified
accounting standards by Companies (Accounting Standards) Rules, 2006 to the extent applicable and current practices in
Banking Industry in India.

USE OF ESTIMATES

The preparation of financial statements requires the management to make estimates and assumptions considered in the
reported amounts of assets and liabilities (including contingent liabilities) as of date of the financial statements and the
reported income and expenses for the reporting period. Management believes that the estimates used in the preparation of
the financial statements are prudent and reasonable.

2.  Foreign Exchange Transactions

2.1 All the Monetary assets and liabilities in foreign currencies are translated in Indian rupees at the exchange rates prevailing
at the Balance Sheet date as notified by Foreign Exchange Dealers Association of India (FEDAI). The resultant gain / loss is
accounted for in the Profit & Loss account.

2.2 The outstanding foreign exchange contracts are stated at the prevailing exchange rate on the date of commitment. Profit or
loss on such contracts is accounted for as per rates advised by FEDAI and in accordance with FEDAI guidelines and provisions
of para 38 of AS-11.

2.3 Items of Income and expenditure relating to foreign exchange transactions are recorded at exchange rates prevailing on the
date of the transactions.

2.4 Contingent liabilities on account of acceptances, endorsements and other obligations including guarantees & letter of credits
in foreign currencies are valued as per rates published by FEDAI except Bills for Collection which are accounted for at the
notional rates at the time of lodgment.

3. Investments

3.1 Classification and valuation of investments are made in accordance with the prudential norms prescribed by Reserve Bank of
India read with clarifications / directions given by RBI.

3.2 The entire investment portfolio is classified into three categories, viz, Held to Maturity, Available for Sale and Held for Trading
in line with the guidelines / directions of Reserve Bank of India. Disclosure of the investments under the three categories
mentioned above is made under six classifications viz.,

i Government Securities

ii.  Other approved securities

iii.  Shares

iv.  Debentures

V. Subsidiaries / Joint Ventures and

vi. Others
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Punjab & Sind Bank

3.3 Basis Of Classification:
i Investments that the Bank intends to hold till maturity are classified as Held to Maturity.
ii.  Investments that are held principally for resale within 90 Days from the date of purchase are classified as Held for Trading.
iii.  Investments which are not classified in the above two categories, are classified as Available for Sale.

iv.  Aninvestment is classified under the above three categories at the time of its purchase. Shifting of securities from one
category to another is done with the approval of the Board normally once in a year. Shifting is effected at the lower of
acquisition cost / book value / market value on the date of transfer and the depreciation, if any, on such shifting is fully
provided for and the book value of securities is changed accordingly.

3.4 Securities under ‘Held to Maturity’ are stated at acquisition costs unless such costs are higher than the face value, in
which case the premium is amortized over the remaining period of maturity. Such amortization is shown under “Income
on Investments— Schedule 13 item II" as a netting item. In case, the cost is less than the redemption value, the difference
being the unrealized gain, is ignored. Any diminution in value of investments in subsidiaries and joint venture, other than
temporary in nature, is provided for each investment individually.

3.5 Securities under ‘Available for sale’ are valued scrip wise and depreciation/ appreciation is segregated category wise. While
net appreciation is ignored, net depreciation under each category is provided for.

3.6 Securities under ‘Held for Trading’ are valued at market price and the net depreciation under each category is provided for
and the net appreciation, if any, is ignored.

3.7 Cost of investment is based on the weighted average cost method category wise.
3.8 Method Of Accounting — Settlement Date Accounting

Settlement date accounting refers to (a) the recognition of an asset on the day it is received by the entity, and (b) the de-
recognition of an asset and recognition of any gain or loss on disposal on the day it is delivered by the entity.

Accordingly, Bank follows settlement date accounting for the whole portfolio, SLR as well as Non SLR. Cost of investment is
based on the weighted average cost method category wise.

3.9 The ‘market value’ for the purpose of valuation of investments included in the ‘Available for Sale’ and ‘Held for Trading’
categories is the market price of the scrip as available from the trades/quotes on the stock exchanges, price list of RBI,
prices declared by Primary Dealers Association of India (PDAI) jointly with the Fixed Income Money Market and Derivatives
Association of India (FIMMDA).

In respect of unquoted securities, the procedure adopted is as below:

a. | Government of India Securities: and State | At rates put out by FIMMDA/PDAI/FBIL
Government securities.

b. | Other approved Securities, Preference | On yield to maturity (YTM) basis at the rate prescribed by FIMMDA/
Shares, Debentures and PSU Bonds: PDAI/FBIL with such mark ups as laid down by RBI or FIMMDA/PDAI/FBIL

c. | Equity Shares: At market price taken from NSE and BSE for quoted share. For unquoted
at Break-up Value (without considering revaluation reserve) based on
the latest Balance Sheet, which are not older than one year on the date
of valuation is considered. In cases where latest Balance Sheets are not
available, the shares are valued at Re.1 per company

d. | Mutual Fund Units, Venture Capital Funds | At re-purchase price or Net Assets Value
and Security Receipts:

e. | Treasury Bills, Cash Management Bill, | At carrying cost.
Commercial Papers, Certificate of Deposits,
Recapitalization Bonds, Subsidiaries, Joint
Ventures and Sponsored Institutions:
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Punjab & Sind Bank

3.10 In determining acquisition cost of investments:
a. Incentive received on subscription is deducted from the cost of securities;
b. Brokerage / commission/ stamp duty paid in connection with acquisition of securities are treated as revenue expenditure;

c. Broken period interest, if any, paid on acquisition of investment is debited to profit & loss account. Broken period interest
received on sale of securities is recognized as Interest Income.

3.11 Profit/ Loss on sale of investments is taken to profit and loss account. However, in case of profit on sale of investments in
‘Held to Maturity’ category, an equivalent amount of profit is appropriated to Capital Reserve.

3.12 Non Performing Investments

In respect of Non-Performing Securities, income is not recognized and appropriate provision is made for depreciation in the
value of such securities as per Reserve Bank of India guidelines.

3.13 Dividend Income on shares and units of mutual funds is booked on receipt basis.

3.14 In the event, depreciation booked on account of MTM in the ‘AFS’ or ‘HFT’ categories are found to be in excess of the
required amount in any year, the excess is credited to the P.& L. Account and an equivalent amount is appropriated to an
Investment Reserve Account in Schedule 2 — “Reserve & Surplus” under the head “Revenue and Other Reserves”.

4. Advances

4.1 Advances are classified into “Performing” and “Non-Performing” assets and provisions are made as per the prudential norms
prescribed by the Reserve Bank of India. Bank has made provisions on Non-Performing Assets as per the prudential norms
prescribed by the RBI as under:

20% on Unsecured Exposure* in respect of Infrastructure loan accounts where certain
safeguards such as escrow accounts are available

* Unsecured exposure is defined as an exposure where the realizable value of the security, as assessed by the bank/

approved valuers/ Reserve Bank’s Inspecting Officers, is not more than 10 per cent, ab-initio, of the outstanding exposure.

4.2 Advances are stated net of de-recognized interest and provisions/ Technical write off made in respect of non-performing
advances. Claims received from DICGC/ CGTMSE/ ECGC are not reduced from such advances till adjusted/ technically
written-off whereas part recovery in all NPA accounts is reduced from advances.

4.3 Provisions on standard advances are made and are included under “Other Liabilities and Provisions” as per RBI’s guidelines.

4.4 For restructured/ rescheduled advances, provisions are made in accordance with the guidelines issued by RBI.

The sale of NPA is accounted for as per guidelines prescribed by RBI:-

i).  When the bank sells its financial assets to Securitization Company (SC)/ Reconstruction Company (RC), the same is
removed from the books.

ii). Ifthe saleis at a price below the net book value (NBV) (i.e. book value less provisions held), the shortfall is debited to
the Profit & Loss account of the year of sale.

iii). If the sale is for a value higher than the NBV, the excess provision is reversed in the year the amounts are received.
Floating Provisions

In accordance with the RBI guidelines, the bank has an approved policy for creation and utilization of floating provisions
separately for advances and investments. The quantum of floating provisions to be created would be assessed, at the end
of each financial year. The floating provisions would be utilized only for contingencies under extra ordinary circumstances
specified in the policy with prior permission of Reserve Bank of India.

Fixed Assets

Premises and other Fixed Assets are stated at historical cost/revalued amount. In respect of premises, where segregation is
not possible between land and superstructure, are considered in the value of superstructure.

Premises taken on perpetual lease are considered as freehold premises and are not amortized.
Depreciation on Fixed Assets

Depreciation is provided for on -

7.1.1 Computers at 33.33%, on straight-line method; additions are depreciated for the full year irrespective of the date of addition

as per RBI guidelines.

7.1.2 Depreciation on fixed Assets is charged on Straight Line Method (SLM) basis as per useful life of assets, considering residual

value at 5% of original cost. Additions during the year are depreciated for the full year irrespective of its date of addition. The
useful life and depreciation rate are given hereunder:

8.6 Rebate on compromised accounts is accounted for at the time of full and final adjustment of the account.
8.7 Interest on overdue Term Deposits is provided at the rate of interest applicable to Savings Bank Deposits.

8.8 Liability in respect of incremental lease rent on renewal of lease agreement is accounted for at the time of renewal of the
lease.

8.9 Bond Issue Expenses incurred in connection with raising Tier-1l Capital are treated as Deferred Revenue Expenditure to be
written off over a period of five years.

8.10 Share Issue Expenses are adjusted against the Share Premium Account
9 Staff Retirement Benefits

9.1 Annual contribution to Gratuity Fund, Pension Fund and Leave Encashment Fund, Silver Jubilee Bonus and Retirement Gifts
are provided for on the basis of an actuarial valuation.

9.2 The Employees joining on or after 01.04.2010 are being covered under the New Pension Scheme.
10. Impairment of Assets

Impairment losses (if any) on Fixed Assets (including revalued assets) are recognized in accordance with AS 28 (Impairment
of Assets) issued by the ICAl and charged off to Profit and Loss Account.

11 Taxes on Income

11.1 Current Income Tax is measured at the amount expected to be paid considering the applicable tax rates and favorable judicial
pronouncement/ legal opinions.

11.2 Inaccordance with AS-22 Deferred Tax comprising of tax effect of timing differences between taxable and accounting income
for the period, is recognized keeping in view the consideration of prudence in respect of Deferred Tax Assets/Liabilities.

NOTES ON ACCOUNTS

1 Balancing of Books and Reconciliation

1.1 In certain Branches, the balancing / reconciliation of control accounts with subsidiary ledgers is in progress.

1.2 Initial matching of debit and credit outstanding of old entries in Inter Branch Account (IBR+DD), pertains prior to CBS System.
Adjustments (including old outstanding entries) have been done up to 31.03.2021 and reconciliation is in progress.

1.3 Reconciliation of Drafts payable, Debit Note Receivable/ Payable, RTGS/NEFT (Suspense) etc. is in progress. Provisions have
been made as per RBI norms. Reconciliation of Nostro accounts has been done as on 31.03.2021.

In the opinion of the management, the impact of the above para 1.1 to 1.3, if any, on the Profit & Loss Account and Balance
Sheet though not quantifiable, will not be material.

1.4 In terms of Reserve Bank of India guidelines, segregation of Debit and Credit entries in Inter Branch Accounts pertaining to
the period up to 30.09.2020 and remained outstanding as on 31.03.2021 has been done which has resulted in either net
Debit in some heads or net credit in other heads. Provision is required to be made in respect of Net Debit Entries outstanding
for period exceeding 6 months. Similar guidelines have been followed for imprest clearing Account also.

In Inter Branch Account there is net credit balance hence no provision is required to be made.

1.5 Credit entries outstanding in Nostro Accounts up to 31.12.2010 amounting to Rs 0.08 Crore shown in Sundry Creditors
Unclaimed (Blocked) Account, Blocked Nostro Sundry Account and Blocked Unclaimed Deposit Account (New Blocked
account) has been transferred to the DEAF account during Dec 2020 Quarter closing. Credit entries outstanding in Blocked
Unclaimed Deposit Account (New Blocked account) for the period 01.01.2011-31.03.2011 amounting to Rs 0.04 Crore has
been transferred to DEAF account during quarter ended March 2021. Further the Bank is transferring unreconciled entries
pertaining to more than 10 years to DEAF account on quarterly basis.

As on 31.03.2021, un-reconciled credit entries amounting to Rs 0.52 Crore pertain to the period from 01.04.2011 to
31.03.2018 and are outstanding for more than 3 years and hence are transferred to Blocked Unclaimed Deposit Account
(New Blocked Account).

2.  Legalformalities are yet to be completed in respect of 2 Bank’s properties having original cost of Rs 1.00 crore as on 31.03.2021
(Previous year 2 properties costing Rs.1.00 crore).

3. Capital

3.1 Government of India has infused Rs.5500 Crore towards preferential allotment of Equity shares. Accordingly, the bank has
allotted 335,16,14,868 equity shares of Rs.10/- each fully paid up at an issue price of Rs.16.41 (including premium of Rs.6.41
per equity share).

10.9.4 Review made by the bank on reasonable certainty of availability of future taxable income on which timing differences
arising on account of provision for bad and doubtful debt, that can be realized and accordingly during the year 2020-21, the
Bank has recognized Deferred Tax Asset of Rs. 346.36 crore on the above timing differences.

15. As per the Reserve Bank of India directions for initiating Insolvency Process- Provisioning Norms, vide letter No. DBR.
No. BP.15199/21.04.048/2016-17 dated June23, 2017, and DBR. No. BP.1906/21.04.048/2017-18 dated August 28, 2018
respectively, the bank is holding the provisioning of Rs. 481.59 Crores as against the balance outstanding of Rs. 481.59 Crores
as on 31.03.2021 in respect of borrowal accounts referred in aforesaid circular. Further, the provisions held in respect of total
borrowal accounts referred to NCLT stood at Rs.4601.31 Crores as against the balance outstanding of Rs.5076.76 Crores as at
31.03.2021.

16. COVID-19 continues to spread across the globe and India resulting in significant volatility in the global and Indian economy.
The extent to which the COVID-19 pandemic will impact the Bank’s result will depend on future development which are
highly uncertain including among other things the severity of the second wave of the COVID-19 pandemic and action to
contain its spread or mitigate impact including further stimulus and regulatory packages, if any. While there has been an
improvement in the economic activity since the easing of the lockdown measures, in the opinion of management, there
would not be significant impact on bank’s financials.

In accordance with the COVID-19 Regulatory Packages announced by the RBI on March 27, 2020, April 17, 2020 and May 23,
2020 the Bank, in accordance with the Board approved policy, offered a moratorium on the repayment of installments and /
or interest, as applicable, due between March 1, 2020 and August 31, 2020 to all the eligible borrowers classified as standard,
even if overdue, as on February 29, 2020. The asset classification in the moratorium granted accounts have been kept static
during the moratorium period.

17. In accordance with the COVID-19 Regulatory Package announced by the RBI on March 27, 2020 and April 17, 2020 with
regard to providing relief to borrowers’ on account of COVID-19 pandemic whose accounts were standard as on February
29, 2020, the bank has permitted moratorium of three months on all term loan installments falling due between March
1, 2020 and May 31, 2020, deferred the recovery of interest on working capital facilities sanctioned in the form of cash
credit/ overdraft accounts from March 1, 2020 to May 31, 2020 including relaxation in certain parameters, to all eligible
borrowers, without considering the same as restructuring. Further on May 22, 2020, RBI has permitted the Banks to extend
such benefits to eligible borrowers for another three months from June 1, 2020 to August 31, 2020. In accordance with RBI’s
guidelines, the Bank is required to make provision @ 10% of the outstanding advances over two quarters beginning with the
quarter ended March 31, 2020 in respect of such borrowal accounts where assets classification benefit has been granted as
per RBI Guidelines. The disclosure requirements as per RBI circular dated 17.04.2020 are as under.

18. The Bank has made an additional standard asset provision in terms of RBI Circular DBR No. BP.BC.45/21.04.048/2018-19
dated 7th June, 2019 on prudential framework for resolution of Stressed Assets amounting to Rs. 585.88 Crore.

19. The Hon’ble Supreme Court in Writ petition (CIVIL) No 825 of 2020 by Gajendra Sharma Vs Union of India &Anr and other
connected matters vide its interim order dated September 03, 2020 has directed Banks that the accounts which were not
declared NPA till August 31, 2020 shall not be declared NPA till further orders, pending disposal of the cases by the Hon’ble
Supreme Court. The bank made contingency provision of Rs. 609.95 Crores as at December 31, 2020 for such borrowal
accounts not classified as non performing. The Hon’ble Supreme Court of India vacated the interim relief granted not to
declare accounts of borrower as NPA vide its judgement on 23rd March 2021. Accordingly, the Bank has classified borrowers
as NPA in accordance with Instructions contained in paragraph 5 of the RBI circular dated 7th April, 2021.

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20. In accordance with the instructions in RBI circular dated April 07, 2021 the bank is required to refund / adjust ‘interest of
interest’ to all the borrowers including those who had availed of working capital facilities during the moratorium period,
irrespective of whether moratorium had been fully or partially availed, or not availed. As required by the RBI notification,
the methodology for calculation of such ‘interest on interest’ has been circulated by the Indian Banks Association (IBA). The
Bank is in the process of suitably implementing this methodology and pending finalization, has created a liability towards
estimated Interest relief of Rs 30 Crores and has reduced the same from interest earned for the quarter and year ended 31st
March 2021.

22. During the year, Bank has migrated to the mortality table IALM 2012-2014, with respect to the employee terminal benefits.
Accordingly, the bank has made an additional provisioning of Rs.369.27 crore during the year ended 31st March 2021.

23. The spread of COVID-19 pandemic across the globe has resulted in decline in economic activities. In this situation, bank is
gearing up itself on all fronts to meet the challenges. Major challenges for the Bank could be from extended working capital
cycles, fluctuating cash flow trends and probable inability of the borrowers to meet their repayments obligations. A definitive
assessment of the impact of COVID-19 is dependent upon circumstances as they evolve in the subsequent period. To mitigate
the risk of recovery in ensuing quarters, the bank has proactively made an additional provision of Rs.178.49 Crores during the
quarter ended March 31, 2021.

Further, the bank has also made an additional standard asset provisioning of Rs.45.00 Crores on account of restructuring to
be done under resolution framework.

The aforesaid provisions are in addition to the provisions held as per RBI guidelines as regards loan provisions.

24. The bank has exposure of Rs.1274.49 Crores with 2 borrowers accounts of the same Group. In terms of NCLT Order dated
21st October 2020, these accounts were not to be declared as NPA and bank is required to maintain status quo of standard
asset classification until further orders. The bank along with other banks have filed an appeal against the NCLT Order. Pending
outcome of the appeal, as a prudence, bank has created standard asset provision of Rs.405.95 Crores as on March 31, 2021.

25. Bank has sold 8520 units under Priority Sector Lending certificates (PSLCs) to the tune of Rs.2130 Crore under Micro
Enterprises and earned commission income of Rs.26.34 Crore during the year ended 31.3.2021.
