(""RBI"), the Government of India (""GOI"), the Securities and Exchange Board of India (""'SEBI""), Stock Exchange (s) in which Bank's equity shares are listed,
wherever applicable and/or any other authority as may be required in this regard and subject to such terms, conditions and modifications thereto as may be
prescribed by them in granting such approvals and which may be agreed to by the Board of Directors of the Bank and subject to the provisions of SEBI (Share
Based Employee Benefits) Regulations, 2014, as amended up to date, guidelines, if any, prescribed by the RBI, SEBI, and all other relevant
authorities,notifications/circulars and clarifications under the Banking Regulation Act, 1949, Securities and Exchange Board of India Act, 1992 and all other
applicable laws from time to time and subject to the provisions of SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015 {SEBI (LODR)} as
amended upto date, Uniform Listing Agreement entered into by the Bank with the Stock Exchanges namely BSE Limited (BSE) and the National Stock Exchange
of India Limited (NSE) and subject to any applicable approval (s), permission (s) and sanction (s), at any stage, of any authority and subject to any condition (s) and
modification (s) as may be prescribed or imposed by such authorities while granting such approval(s), permission (s) and sanction (s) and which may be agreed to
and accepted by the Board of Directors of the Bank, the consent of the shareholders of the Bank be and is hereby accorded to the Board of Directors of the Bank
(hereinafter referred to as "the Board" which shall be deemed to include a committee which the Board may have constituted or / may constitute, to exercise its
powers including the powers conferred by this resolution) to create, grant, offer, issue and allot, in one or more tranches, to such employees, which expression shall
include the Managing Director & Chief Executive Officer and Executive Director (s) of the Bank ("The Employees"), as may be decided by the Board, aggregating
up to 5,00,00,000 (Five crore) new equity shares of face value of Rs.10/- (Rupees Ten only) each, ranking pari passu with the existing equity shares of the Bank for
all purposes and in all respects, including payment of dividend, under an Employee Share Purchase Scheme (hereinafter referred to as "PSB-ESPS"), at such price or
prices, and on such terms and conditions as may be decided by the Board in its absolute discretion in such a way that Government of India holding does not come
below 51.00%."

"RESOLVED FURTHER THAT the Bank shall conform to the accounting policies as specified in Regulation 15 of the SEBI (Share Based Employee
Benefits) Regulations, 2014 or any statutory modification (s), amendment (s) or re-enactment thereof."

"RESOLVED FURTHER THAT the Board be and is hereby authorized to take necessary steps for listing of the equity shares issued and allotted under the "PSB-
ESPS", on the stock exchanges where the shares of the Bank are listed, as per the terms and conditions of the uniform listing agreements entered into with the
stock exchanges and other applicable guidelines, rules and regulations."

"RESOLVED FURTHER THAT the Board be and is hereby authorized to implement, formulate, evolve, decide upon and bring into effect the "PSB-ESPS" on
such terms and conditions as may be decided by the Board and to make any modification (s), change (s), variation (s), alteration (s) or revision (s) in the terms and
conditions of the "PSB-ESPS", from time to time, including but not limited to, amendment (s) with respect to price, period, eligibility criteria or to suspend,
withdraw, terminate or revise the "PSB-ESPS" in such manner as the Board may determine in its sole discretion and also to settle all questions, difficulties or doubts
that may arise in relation to the implementation of the "PSB-ESPS" and to the shares to be issued pursuant to the proposed "PSB-ESPS" without being required
to seek any further consent or approval of the Shareholders or otherwise to the end and intent that the Shareholders shall be deemed to have given their approval
there to expressly by authority of this resolution."

"RESOLVED FURTHER THAT the Board be and is hereby authorized to delegate all or any of the powers herein conferred on it, to the Committee (s) of
Directors, the Managing Director & Chief Executive Officer or Executive Director (s) or such other officer (s) of the Bank as it may deem fit to give effect to the
aforesaid Resolutions in compliance with the SEBI (Share Based Employee Benefits) Regulations, 2014 and other applicable laws, rules and regulations."

Issue of Equity Shares by way of Qualified Institutional Placement

To seek approval of shareholders to create, offer, issue and allot Fresh Equity Shares of face Value of Rs10/- (Rupees Ten only) each up to an amount of Rs.500
crore by way of Qualified Institutional Placement, ranking pari passu with the existing equity shares of the Bank for all purpose and in all respects, including
payment of dividend, in one or more tranches, at such price or prices, and on such terms and conditions as may be decided by the Board/Committee in its absolute
discretion and to consider and if thought fit, pass with or without modification (s) the following as Special Resolution (s):

the Board of Directors of the Bank (herein referred to as “the Board” which term shall include any committee constituted by the Board), consent be and is hereby
granted to the Board to create, offer, issue and allot by way of Qualified Institutional Placement under Chapter VI of ICDR Regulations, whether they be holders of
the shares of the Bank or not as may be approved by GOI / RBI and as may be decided by the Board in their discretion and permitted under the applicable laws and
regulations for an aggregate amount not exceeding Rs.500 crore (Rupees Five Hundred Crore only)at such time or times, In one or more tranches at such price
including premium in such manner and on such terms and conditions as may deemed appropriate by the Board at its absolute discretion including the discretion to
determine the categories of investors to whom the offer, issue and allotment considering the prevailing market conditions and other relevant factors and wherever
necessary in consultation with lead managers(s) and / or underwriter(s) and / or other advisor(s) as the Board may in its absolute discretion deem fit or appropriate.”

“RESOLVED FURTHER THAT the Equity shares issued shall rank pari-passu with the existing shares of the Bank including dividend.”
“RESOLVED FURTHER THAT in case of Qualified Institutional Placement pursuant to Chapter VI of ICDR Regulations:

a. the allotment of Securities shall only be to Qualified Institutional Buyers within the meaning of Chapter VI of the ICDR Regulations, such securities
shall be fully paid-up and the allotment of such securities shall be completed within 12 months from the date of this resolution.

b. The Bank, pursuant to Regulation85(1) of ICDR Regulations, authorized to offer shares at a discount of not more than five percent on the floor price as
determined in accordance with the Regulations

c. The relevant date for the determination of the floor price of the securities shall be in accordance with the ICDR Regulations”

“RESOLVED FURTHER THAT for the purpose of giving effect to the above Resolutions, the Board be and is hereby authorized to do all such acts, deeds,
matters and things including but not limited to finalization and approval of the draft as well as final offer document(s) determining the form and manner of the issue,
including the class of investors to whom the Equity Shares are to be issued and allotted, number of Equity Shares to be allotted, issue price, premium amount on
issue as it may in its absolute discretion deem fit and to settle all questions, difficulties or doubts that may arise in regard to the issue, offer or allotment of shares and
utilization of the issue proceeds as it may in it absolute discretion deem fit without being required to seek any further consent or approval of members or otherwise to
the end and intent that the members shall be deemed to have given their approval thereto expressly by the authority of this Resolution.”

“RESOLVED FURTHER THAT the Board be and is hereby authorized to engage / appoint Lead Managers, Legal Advisors, Underwriters, Bankers, Advisors as
may be necessary and all such agencies as may be involved or concerned in such offering of Equity Shares and to remunerate them by way of commission,

brokerage, fees or the like and also to enter into and execute all such arrangements, agreements, memoranda, documents, etc, with such agencies and to seek the
listing of Equity Shares issued such on the stock exchanges where the Equity Shares of the Bank are listed.”

1. EXPLANATORY STATEMENT:
The Explanatory Statement setting out the material facts in respect of the business of the meeting is annexed hereto and form part of the Notice.

L. ISSUE OF EQUITY SHARES TO EMPLOYEES ON ESPS BASIS (EMPLOYEE SHARE PURCHASE SCHEME)

With a view to enhance sense of belongingness and to motivate the Bank’s Employees, the Bank proposes to issue new equity shares to its employees
including Managing Director & Chief Executive Officer and the Executive Directors of the Bank [as defined under Regulation 2(1) (f) of SEBI (Share
Based Employee Benefits) Regulation, 2014]. The proposed issue will also measure up to meet the growing demands for long term resources and shore
the Bank’s capital adequacy in line with the Basel III requirements.

In compliance with the SEBI (Share Based Employee Benefits) Regulation, 2014 [SEBI (SBEB)], the Bank has formulated a Scheme namely Punjab &
Sind Bank — Employee Share Purchase Scheme (“PSB-ESPS”). The Scheme will be administered by a Committee of the Board and shall be subject to
applicable laws.

The object of the issue, apart from raising of long term resources is:

o To recognize and reward the contributions made by the employees of the Bank and align the interests of the employees with the long-term
interests of the Bank, and
o To enhance the sense of belongingness and ownership amongst the employees.

The new Equity Shares proposed to be issued under the Scheme shall rank pari-passu in all respects with the existing Equity Shares of the Bank including

payment of dividend, if any, declared by the Bank.

In compliance with Regulation 41(4) of the SEBI (Listing Obligations & Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2015 [SEBI (LODR)] and Regulation 6 of

SEBI (Share Based Employee Benefits) Regulation, 2014, the Bank is proposing the Special Resolution for issuance and allotment of new equity shares to

employees {as defined under regulation2(1) (f) of SEBI (Share Based Employee Benefits) Regulation, 2014 }.

Pursuant to SEBI Circular No CIR/CFD/Policy Cell /2015 dated 16-06-2015, additional disclosures as enumerated therein are as under:

The Bank proposes to offer up to 5 (Five) crore new equity shares of face value of Rs.10/- each of the Bank to all Employees [as defined under
Regulation 2(1) (f) of SEBI (Share Based Employee Benefits) Regulation, 2014] under PSB-ESPS subject to applicable laws, Rules,
Regulations and Guidelines, with appropriate premium to be decided at the time of making the offer in such a way that the Government of India
holding does not reduce below 51%.

Not Applicable.

BE] WITHIN WHICH THE OPTION / STOCK APPRECIATION RIGHTS (SARs) / BENEFIT SHALL BE VESTED:
Not Applicable.

F. EXERCISE PRICE, SAR PRICE, PURCHASE PRICE OR PRICING FORMULA:
The Offer Price / Purchase Price will be determined by the Board/Committee of Board at the time of the offer. The Equity Shares to be allotted under
the Scheme to the Eligible Employees of the Bank shall be offered at a discount of not more than 25% on the average of the weekly high and low of
the Volume Weighted Average Prices (VWAP) of the equity shares as quoted on the stock exchange with highest trading volume during the two
weeks preceding the date on which the Committee of Board fixes the Offer / Purchase Price.
Under no circumstances, the equity shares shall be allotted under the ESPS at a price which is lower than the face value of the equity shares i.e. Rs.10

To cater to its increasingly growing business level in the continually changing business scenario and to comply with the Basel-1II norms, the Bank needs
additional capital immediately.

In order to meet the growing capital requirement of funds in terms of Basel III Capital Regulations and consequent Capital Charge and for general
lending purposes as may be decided by the Board, the Bank proposes to raise funds to improve the Capital Adequacy of the Bank and to fund general
business needs of the Bank.

The Special Resolution proposed in the Notice relates to the issue of equity shares through Qualified Institutional Placement under Chapter VI of the
Securities and Exchange Board of India (Issue of Capital and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations, 2009 (“ICDR Regulations”) to Qualified
Institutional Buyers for an amount not exceeding Rs.500 Crore (Rupees Five Hundred Crore only).

As the equity shares of the Bank is listed with the Stock Exchanges pursuant to SEBI (Listing Obligations and Disclosure Requirements) Regulations,
2015, it is necessary for the shareholders to approve issue of any further security if not offered to them on a proportionate basis.

It may be noted that apart from the approval of the shareholders, the issue of equity shares by way of Qualified Institutional Placement (QIP), etc., would
be subject to compliance of all statutory, regulatory or any other applicable guidelines in this regard.

The detailed terms and conditions for the issuance of the Equity Shares as and when made will be determined by the Board in consultation with the
Merchant Bankers, Lead Managers, Advisors and such other authorities as may require to be considered by the Bank considering the prevailing market
conditions and other relevant factors. The Special Resolution seeks to give the Board powers to issue Equity Shares in one or more tranches at such time
or times, at such price or prices, and to such of the Investors as are mentioned therein as the Board in its absolute discretion deems fit.

The Board of Directors recommends for your approval the Special Resolution mentioned in the Notice.

None of the Directors of the Bank are concerned or interested in the Special Resolution.

APPOINTMENT OF PROXY:

A Shareholder entitled to attend and vote at the meeting is entitled to appoint a proxy to attend and vote instead of himself/herself and such proxy need
not be a shareholder of the Bank.
